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Safety Spotlight: Member Interview
Eric Hallerud, CSP, Instructor UCM

The February Spotlight Eric Hallerud, CSP.

Where did you go to school? | graduated from the University of Central
Missouri (then CMSU) with my Master’'s degree in safety management in
1995. At the time the major was titled Industrial Safety Management. |
earned my undergraduate degree in history from Northwest Missouri State
University in 1980.

How long have you been in the safety industry? | started working in the
field as a Program Manager for the Missouri Division of Workers’
Compensation way back in 1996. E-mail was still relatively new, flip phones
had just come out and dial up internet service was common and also awful.
So, let’s see-that’s 26 years.

How long have you been in your current position? | began teaching at
my alma mater UCM as an Adjunct Instructor in 2020. | started work as a
full-time faculty member this past fall

What is your current position and from a safety standpoint, what are
your primary responsibilities . | greatly enjoy the opportunity to share my
perspective and experience with the next generation of safety leaders.

What made you decide to go into safety? My decision was influenced by two people who | consider my safety
mentors. The first was the campus Safety Manager, Larry Province. | had the opportunity to work with Larry in the
Public Safety Department and was intrigued by the vast scope of things he was involved in. His work seemed
fascinating and his passion for doing things the right was inspiring. My first and favorite safety professor, Larry
Womble, was the second. Larry was smart, funny, fun and a great educator. He was also an endlessly energetic
advocate for this students. Sadly, both of these gentlemen passed away within the last couple years. Hopefully, their
voices speak to my scholars through me.

What are some of your memorable experiences or accomplishments related to your time in the safety field?

I've always felt that safety was about changing workplace culture and in that it was mostly about helping people to
change their perspectives and approaches. In my career | was fortunate to be entrusted with leading two great teams
of people-at the Division of Workers’ Compensation and at the City of Kansas City, MO. With the KCMO dream team
we worked on things as diverse as implementing video telematics in our fleet, streetcar safety, and largescale fire
and active shooter drills in a 20 story public building. We worked hard, played hard, and we changed the culture.
And we had some fun. Service to the profession, through my involvement with ASSP and HOA Chapter has given
me a number of memorable experiences over the last decade. | was fortunate to have served as the HOA Chapter
President in 2011 when Society celebrated its centennial. A bit later | served as the Chair for the annual Leadership
Conference for 3 years and then as our Regional Vice President for 4 years. The greatest thing about serving in
theses roles was the amazing people | met and got to work with.

What are some of your hobbies or favorite activities? | enjoy hanging out with my teenage granddaughter,
reading, going to bookstores, photography, travel and dreaming.

What does your ASSP Membership do for you? ASSP connects me with great people and ideas in a variety of
ways. It keeps me current and gives me insights into what might be coming next.

WINTER WEATHER

Winter Weather presents hazards including slippery roads/surfaces, strong winds and
environmental cold. Employers must prevent ilinesses, injuries or fatalities by controlling these

hazards in workplaces impacted by winter weather.

Preventing slips, trips and falls, employers should clear snow and ice from walking surfaces, and
spread deicer as quickly as possible. When walking on snow or ice is unavoidable, workers should
be trained to: wear footwear that has good traction and insulation and take short steps and walk at

a slower pace to react quickly to changes in traction.

It is also important for employers to know the wind chill temperature so that they can gauge workers’
exposure risk better and plan how to safety do the work. It is also important to monitor worker’s
physical condition during tasks, especially new workers who may not be used to working in the

cold.

Although OSHA does not have a specific standard that covers working in cold environments, under
the OSH Act of 1970, employers have duty to protect workers from recognized hazards. Employers
should train workers on how to recognize conditions that can lead to cold stress, the symptoms of
cold stress, how to prevent cold stress and what to do to help those who are affected. In addition,

they should be trained on ;how to select proper clothing for cold, wet and windy conditions.

Employers should monitor workers conditions, schedule frequents short breaks to warm up,
schedule work during warmest part of day, use the buddy system and provide warm beverages
through the day.
