· Financial Assistance to Student Chapters: 
· Eric had a conversation with Monica Nevels with UCM. They are hurting for money. Our chapter used to provide annual support if they applied for Student Section of the Year. Dave said in the past he recollected something in the bylaws that some of our funds would go to them. Derek skimmed our bylaws during the meeting and he did not see it.
· It was suggested we take a look at the student bylaws. Monica has yet to send the student bylaws to Mike for his signature. Once he reviews it, he can let us know if there is language there indicating our financial support.
